NUMBER ONE RULE-NEVER ANSWER BACK (After class, come talk to me.)

Entering Classroom

1. Enter quietly; remember to let the previous class exit first.
2. Go to assigned seat.

3. 10 minute silence part- Work on “First Things First”, maintenance, and have homework ready to be checked. Also, take a look at the homework corner. *
Pacing

1. We spend approximately one week (or 1 ½) on a chapter. (new book explanation)
2. Sometimes there is a quiz in the middle of the week.

3. Maintenance quizzes are usually on Fridays.

Information Covered

1. For 8th grade: Morality and Church History 

2. For 7th grade: New Testament and Confirmation Pamphlet
3. Current events articles in Our Sunday Visitor 
4. Sunday and Friday Liturgy

Copybook (graded)
1. Name, subject and period (only) on outside cover 

2. First page according to instructions.

3. Start daily notes with date; all worksheets must be there; write in blue pen
Paper Headings


Name, date, period, description. Remember to use blue pen

Grading weight

45% - tests and projects

25%-quizzes and simple activities

10%-homework

20%-classwork (includes copybook, seatwork and participation)

It is important to hand in expected work. Nothing= 0.

Homework

1. Will be posted daily in blackboard corner (later in Web page)

2. Some days I might ask to hand it in the morning.

3. Missing homework takes 5 pts. Off  from homework grade. 
4. Three homework missed= a detention.
Report Cards

Watch your progress online.

Remember that to participate in sports you must keep all grades higher than 77.

When absent

1. Responsible for homework. If you were sick, you have to bring excuse.

2. Tests- responsible to make up tests as soon as you return to school.

3.  Every student is expected to take test or quiz the day it is given, even if the student was absent the day before. Tests and quizzes are posted ahead of time, so there is no excuse not to take test or quiz.

Participation

I expect your attention at all times. *Always raise hand before speaking. Whenever I observe a student with something not for my class, I take it and maybe return it in a week.
Discipline
Academic infractions

If a student is not following class work, he/she receives an infraction. That is 5points less in class work grade.
Teacher’s comment: I see disruptions as a behavior that is not helpful to the class or the student himself. So therefore, it needs to be pointed out so we can continue with the class. That’s all.

Non-academic infractions

These would be for uniform, disruptive in hallway, not returning things on time            etc. No points are taken from grades. Three infractions=detention.

Be advised that there are other misbehaviors that demand immediate and stronger consequences.
Neatness counts. Books and notebooks must have name and no drawings.
